The binder system also prevents the embarrassment of papagsdtlbver
the hallway as sometimes hppns when ovesstuffed paper folders p. Some students carry a twoocket folder
to each class on a daily basis andve papersinto their binders regularly.

Trapper Keeper/Cas# -- This system is great for stants who ike the ease of keeping a ét#r for each class
clipped together ironelarger central binder. When the six inttiual folders fill up, papers cdre fied into binders
with divider tabs or can be stored at home using another system until eiam t

Folder for Each Class In thissydgem students use an inexpensive gar plastic twepocket folder for each clas
and replace them every-50 weels as hey fil up.Folders for each progress report or marking period are saved at
home for use aexam time.

It is not recommended to @sthe same twepocket folder for allix clhsses. This method usually leads to dismization,
lost papers, and stiss.
